Thank you for speaking with me earlier today. As I indicated, in early July a contingent of 80 young men plus adult advisors will leave Monmouth County for a two‑week expedition to Philmont Scout Ranch in Cimarron, New Mexico‑ This event is one that is eagerly looked forward to by the participants who have been planning and training for it for nearly a year 

Our contingent will be divided into ten crews, each consisting of approximately 8 boys and two adult advisors. Since Philmont is a rugged and remote location, each crew is required to carry a supply of first aid items to deal with emergencies. in addition, all of our adult leaders and many of the boys are CPR and First Aid Certified.

A listing of the first aid items which we need are attached. If it is possible for Johnson & Johnson to donate these items it will be much appreciated. In accordance with your request, any items remaining after the return from our trip will be donated to a charity in Monmouth County
